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PREFACE

It is not unusual for those delving in genealogy to learn that genealogi-
cal information, assembled by some intercsted member of a family but never pub-
lished, has been lost through the death of the compilér, - that none who sur-
vived was interested sufficiently to preserve the data which, laboriously, had
been accumulated. Thus, posterity is denied the benefit of such material. |

Incidental to a research on the line of Henry Randolph I of Henrico County,
Virginia, members of which married into the Recverend George Robertson line,
much information was obtained as to his descendants. To preserve this genealo-~
gical data, which has been expanded by correspondeﬁce with members of the
Robertson line, and in appreciation of their gracious co-operation and assist-
ance, the information seccured is now published in the hope that it will be help.
ful to others who may be interested and who will supplement the several in-
complete branches. However, it should be remembered that the data presented is
not based on the writer?s personal knowledge or research, but that it is a com~
pilation of information generously furnished by others .+

In the authorts prior pdblicationT"ThE’Réverend Geéorge Robertson and Bris-~
tol Parish, Va." certain errors therein discovered since publication will now
be corrected. In addition, by reason of the confusion heretofore existing as
to the wife (or wives) and the children of the cleric, the authorts conclusions

will be restated,

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The Reverend George Robertson, Church of England, born 1662 (1668?) at
Straun, Scotland, died Henrico County, Virginia November, 1739. He was educat-
ed in Scotland for the Anglican Church, probably at St. Andrews College.l He
WZS l%censed by the Bishop of London, February 20, 1692 and came to Virginia in
l 930

The genealogy of the family of the Reverend George Robertson published in
the Richmond Times Dispatch of December 8, 1912 contains errors which have
caused much confusion. That genealogy states that the cleric married twice:
first (some say in England) a lady of unknown name by whom he had a son George,
and that he married secondly, prior to 1711, Mary, daughter of Peter Eppes, by
whom he had three children, John, James, and Elizabeth .3 |

Persistent inquiry and search have failed to develop that the Reverend
George Robertson contracted a marriage in England. Mr. John H. Brooks, who
made an intensive search relative to this family, came to the same conclusion.X

The Reverend George Robertson did contract a marriage in Virginia, but
with whom and when? All agree that his wife?s Christian name was Mary5, but
what was her maiden surname? In her %Francis Eppes and His Descendants® Eva
Turner Clark concurs with the statement in the Times Dispatch genealogy that
the cleric married Mary Eppes, daughter of Col. Peter Eppes of Bermuda Hundred.
This writer has questioned this marriage and has suggested that the cleric
married Mary Worsham, giving the basis for this suggestion. Mr. Stanard evi-
dently was of the same opinion.6
| It seems certain that the Reverend George Robertson had four children,
viz., George, John, James and Elizabeth. However, Mr. Brooks questions the son
George (and probably, for the same reason, the daughter Elizabeth) because the
son George was not named in his father's will. This omission is explained by
the fact that the son George died before his father. (In those colonial times
rarely did a testator devise lands to his daughter). The deed, dated February
2, 1735, from the father to the son George clearly establishes the latterts
existence.”?

The Reverend George Robertson left a will which was first offered for pro-
bate at the December, 1739 term of court, but it was not admitted to probate
until the January, 1740 term. The will directed the estate to be equally

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divided between the testator'!s two sons, John and James, by the casting of lots,
the elder to have first cast. John, evidently the elder, was named executor.l

Although the Reverend George Robertson took charge of Bristol Parish as
its Rector in 1693, he served for forty years without induction into the office,
he not being inducted as Rector until 1735, four years prior to his death. Dur-
ing that forty year period, the Vestry of the Parish never recognized him as
its lawful Rector. During the same period differences arose between him and
his Vestry and apparently he was not popular with his parishiocners. The prob-
able reason for this dislike, according to Mr. Brooks, was the traditional dis-
like of the English, the Virginia Colonists being predominantly such, for the
Scots. And the Reverend George Robertson was a Scot.2

The earliest authentic record of Bristol Parish is the letter which the
Reverend George Robertson wrote in October of 1724 to the Bishop of Londone.
This letter is set out 1in Chamberlayne's History of Bristol Parish. In that
letter the cleric described the parish area and its population and the reli-
gious services he held. He also recites the difficulty he was having with his
Vestry over their claim that he had never properly been inducted as Rector and
compalined that the Vestry had never furnished him glebe lands and a home. This
was not done until he appealed to the Governor who ordered that the glebe lands
be provided. Even then, the glebe lands furnished were so poor that he could
barely eke out a living.3

Although recognition as their lawful Rector was denied him by his Vestry,
the Reverend George Robertson was recognized as such by the Colonial Governors
of the period and by the local represcentatives of the Bishop of London. Prob-
ably the reluctance of the Vestry to give this recognition resulted from the
law of the time which provided that a minister, after induction, could be re-
moved for no cause except treason or heresy and then only by the Bishop of Lon-
don. With this impasse staring them in the face, it is not singular that Vir-

ginia Egrishes at that time were deliberate in the induction of their mini-
sters.

Under early Colonial Virginia religious law, it was provided that every
minister should have his Clerk. From this circumstance it later became custo-
mary to designate the minister as ftclerki!s Prior to his induction, the Rever-
end George Robertson acted in dual capacities: at Sunday services, marriages,
burials and other official functions he was recognized as the Reverend George
Robertson, Rector, but at Vestry meetings and while engaged in parish business,
he was known as Mr. George Robertson, Clerk of the Parish. This differentia-
tion caused some persons later, erroneously, to conclude two different person-
alities were involved, viz., the father and his son.?

Finally on September 15, 1735 the Vestry of Bristol Parish ordered that
Mr. George Robertson be admitted as its Rector and give his attendance accord-
ingly. In the same order the Vestry was not generous with him because it pro-
vided that he should pay his own ferry expenses and that he should not insist
that the Vestry purchase glebe lands until it had discharged present engage-
mentse. This order will be found in Chamberlaynets Bristol Parish Vestry Book +0

Upon the death of the Reverend George Robertson there is no entry in the

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Parish Vestry Book expressing the regret of thc Vestry or of the parishioners.,l
During his ministry in Virginia he had acquired considerable land. Among othecr
tracts, on April 24, 1703, he, together with Capt. Francis Epes and others,
were granted 4000 acres on the north side of the Appomattox beginning, below
the mouth of Wintopock main creek, for the importation into the colony of 80
persons (Ches. Bk. 9, p. 540).<

The manor of the Reverend George Robertson was on Swift Creek near its
mouth and it was called "Picketts? (sometimes "Pucketts®)., According to Mr.
Brooks, it was the 800 acres on ths north side of that creek which the cleric
patented August 15, 1728. U. S. Highway No. 1 crosses the plantation.3

The manor house, which the Reverend George Robertson must have erected,
evidently was destroyed in some way unknown years ago. Later, another manor
house was erected probably by James Robertson, son of the cleric, on a site,

according to Mr. Brooks, a quarter of a mile northeast of Swift Creek mill.
This house was distinguished by its massive brick chimneys. Again, according

to Mr. Brooks, this house was burnt years ago and it probably was its brick
foundation which was visible years afterwards.4 The photo of the Robertson
house shows distinctly one massive old end brick chimney with fireplace on the
exterior and it indicates that after the fire the razed structure was replaced
with a residence falrly modern, making use of the old chimney in the new con-
struction.”

In 1753 James Robertson, son of the cleric, was granted the privilege of
erecting a dam and mill on Swift Creek which, by his will, he devised to his
son George. It has been said this mill was in continuous operation until a
time fairly recent. Further, thgt the dam was the only mill dam in Virginia
that had never been washed away.

There has been some confusion among members of this Robertson line as to
the devolutlion of the homestead $Pickettsi?’. But, first, it should be noted
that the Reverend George Robertson and his son George owned different homes.
This is established by the deed (which Mr. Brooks overlooked) by which the fa-
ther conveyed to the son 996 acres called "The Quarter® on Skinquarter Creek
and on which, according to the deed, the son lived. Skinquarter Creek was
south of Swift Creek and “"The Quarter® was south of "Picketts®.?

No copy of the will of the Reverend George Robertson now exists. But,
according to Mr. Brooks, an abstract of his will does appear in the Nimmo
Papers. This abstract shows the testator gave his estate to his sons, John and
James, equally, division between them to be made by 1ot .8 Assuming this pro-
cedure was followed, the question is: which son acquired "Picketts"™ in the
division?

The preponderance of the material available tips the scale in favor of
those who claim the son James acquired %“Picketts® on +the division of the fa-
ther?s estate. Mr. Brooks so states. According to Mr. James A. Groves, the

Assuming that James Robertson, the son of the cleric, acquired "Picketts",
its further devolution followed this chain:

(1) By his will James Robertson I devised his homeplace (i. e., Pickettsg
to his widow for 1life or widowhood with remainder to his son (her step-son

George. On her marriage later, the title vested in her step-son.

(2) By his will George Robertson III devised his homeplace (Picketts) to
his wife for life with remainder to his son George.

(3) George Robertson IV died unmarried and intestate. On his death his
estate descended to his niece, Harriet A. McGraw, who married James S. Brander.

(4) On March 12, 1828 Harriet A. Brander and husband executed a deed con-
veying, according to its recitals "*Picketts? heired by Harriet from Uncle
George Robertsoni (a most informative statement).?

It seems fairly certain that John Robertson, the elder son of the cleric,
according to Mr. Groves, married several years before his father's death and
established his home in Amelia County, leaving his younger brother, James, in
the homestead at "Picketts®.3 And it further appears that John Robertson es-
tablished his home on 700 acres of the land which he had inherited from his

brother, George Robertson, this 700 acres being part of the land which the Rev-
erend George Robertson had purchased from Colonel William Byrd and which he had
conveyed to his son George. These records support those conclusions:

(1) By his will probated in 1765 John Robertson devised to his son, Fran-
cis, his homeplace of 700 acres.

(2) On June 16, 1769 Francis Robertson conveyed to Thomas Tabb his home~
place containing 700 acres, the deed reciting that 665 acres thereof the grant-
or's hgrandfather (the Reverend George Robertson) had purchased from William
ByrdoThe prior work "The Reverend George Robertson and Bristol Parish, Virginid!
by this writer was written in the belief that no copy of the will of the Rev-
erend George Robertson was available. In the absence of the will Xertain as-
sumptions were made which the writer is now convinced were erroneous. Only re-
cently did there come to his attention the Brooks Notes wherein appears the
abstract of th€ will of the cleric. The effort has been made here to correct
the errors appearing in the former work resulting from the erroneous assump-
tions there indulged. ’ |

Since the publication of that work other errors have been uncovered which
now will be corrected.

(1) It was suggested that Michal Archer, who married Col. George Robert-
son (d. 1797, 132 Robertson line) was a daughter of Peter Field Archer and

Elizabeth Osborne.? This is incorrect. She was the daughter, of Field Archer

(3) A probable error was in assigning to James Robertson called “Sr.% and
WCapt.? (d. 1828) and to James Robertson of Goose Island (d. 1822) the same
birth year, viz., 1751.2 In doing so, prior writers were followed, but it may
be that these writers were confused as to these two different James Robertsons.
Brooks (Notes p. 4) gives the latter’s birth year as 1766.
